Product Models and Versions Covered in This Document 

Fill the ICV Tank
Fill the tank when the low fluid indicator is lighted.

1. Pull the blue water tubing and the water level 
connector off of the tank’s connectors.
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2. Remove the cap from the tank and add cleaner and 
water per the cleaner manufacturer's 
recommendation.

3. Reinstall the cap on the tank.

4. Reconnect the water tubing and the water level 
connector on the tank’s connectors.

Clean the Vacuum Instrumentation

1. Connect the handpiece tubing to the ICV.

2. Open the valve(s).

3. Press the start/stop button.
